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HAND SHADOW GAME              
One of the lovely things about hand shadow puppets is that you don't need anything other than a light source, a blank wall or screen and a pair of hands, to be able to make them!
Despite their simplicity, these puppet shows can be extremely beautiful and entertaining, and the basic puppets can be learned and performed by anyone!

How To Make Hand Shadows
You need a directional light source AND a light-coloured wall or screen
To get the best results when shining a lamp against the wall, turn off other lights in the room. Then your shadow will be really strong!

Use a wall in your home that has little around it, a white or light colour, with enough space to show the shapes you make. You can also use a lamp or torch - shining against a blank wall...

Use your hands OR your favourite object at home



This is a chance to experiment! Your hands can make all sorts of fun shapes, but so can things you find around the house.

Try placing yourself in front of the light, or getting a friend at home to do this, ask them to turn this way or that way or closer to the lamp or further away from it.
What happens?


What happens when you rotate your favourite object in front of the light?

Fukuda is an artist that plays with shadow. Using scrap objects to make nonsense sculptures, then shining the light on it - it looks like something familiar!


Try making nonsense sculptures with things at home or seeing what funny objects you can find, to see what you can create with the light shining on them.

Lastly, we need… just a little imagination!



If you have any favourite things in the house that have character, you can hold them up to the light & see how big you can make them become!

For other ideas to practice, here are some easy hand shapes you can make for fun. Ask for help if you need it.
